The information is obtained from the individual’s record and/or observation. Complete when an individual begins receiving public mental health services for the first time and update at least annually. Information can be gathered as part of the assessment process. Providers should be aware of these conditions and assure that care for them is being provided.  MDCH is collecting this data in order to have more complete information about people served by the public mental health system who are more vulnerable.

	A. Hearing

	The ability to receive audible sounds.  Evaluate with respect to person’s usual way of listening.  If person has a hearing aid or appliance and usually wears/uses it, evaluate hearing with the device in place.  However, if person does not typically use it, evaluate without the device in place. 

	· 1  Adequate—No difficulty in normal conversation, social interaction, listening to TV

	· 2  Minimal difficulty—Difficulty in some environments (e.g., when person speaks softly or is more than 6 feet away); difficultly hearing in an environment with background noise, but can maintain participation with repeating of sounds/words  

	· 3  Moderate difficulty—Problem hearing normal conversation, requires quiet setting to hear well; person needs to position self within 6 feet of speaker in a quite setting

	· 4  Severe difficulty—Difficulty in all situations regardless of proximity and even if speaker is speaking loudly; persons reports that all speech is mumbled

	B. Vision  

	The ability to see in adequate lighting and, if prescribed, with glasses or with other visual appliance normally used.  Adequate lighting is sufficient or comfortable lighting for a person with normal vision.  If person has a visual appliance and usually wears/uses it, evaluate vision with the device in place.  However, if person does not typically use it, evaluate without the device in place.  Make determination about level of vision based on observation or you may use optometrist or ophthalmologist diagnosis when necessary and available.  

	· 1  Adequate—Sees fine detail, including regular print in newspapers/books or small items in pictures or small objects

	· 2  Minimal difficulty—Sees large print, but not regular print in newspapers/books or cannot identify small objects in pictures or difficulty seeing small objects

	· 3  Moderate difficulty—Not able to see large print or items in pictures, but can identify larger objects in their environment

	· 4  Severe difficulty—Object identification in question, but the person’s eyes appear to follow objects, or the person sees only light, colors, shapes

	· 5  No vision—Eyes do not appear to follow objects; absence of sight

	C. Health Conditions   

	Self-report is the best source of information for the following conditions.  Allowing the person or family to report enables staff to determine how to most efficiently and accurately gather the information.  In some cases, all of the information can be self reported.  In other cases, there are significant or changing chronic health conditions and health records, so professionals will be the best source of information.  

Some people will have limited involvement with the public mental health system and historic and/or current health information for the conditions may be readily unavailable.  Every effort should be made to find and report the information; however, a response of “information not available” is provided for some measures. 

“Treated for the condition” means the person met with a physician or medical specialist, received related treatment, or took medication for the condition. 

	1. Pneumonia – including Aspiration Pneumonia (2 or more times within past 12 months)Assessing for repeated pneumonia.

	· 1  Never present, or was treated for only 1 occurrence in lifetime or past year

	· 2  History of condition, but not treated for the condition within the past 12 months – Has had 2 or more occurrences in lifetime, but was either not treated in past year or was only treated for 1 occurrence 

	· 3  Treated for condition within the past 12 months – Has had 2 or more occurrences in past year and all were treated  

	· 4  Information unavailable

	2. Asthma

	· 1  Never present

	· 2  History of condition, but not treated for the condition within the past 12 months

	· 3  Treated for condition within the past 12 months

	3. Upper Respiratory Infections (3 or more times within past 12 months)  Assessing for repeated upper respiratory infections.

	· 1  Never present, or was treated for 2 or fewer occurrences within lifetime or past year 

	· 2  History of condition, but not treated for the condition within the past 12 months – Has had 3 or more occurrences in any single year in lifetime but was either not treated at all in last year or was only treated for less than 3 occurrences

	· 3  Treated for condition within the past 12 months – Has had 3 or more occurrences in last year and all were treated  

	· 4  Information unavailable

	4. Gastroesophageal Reflux GERD

	· 1  Never present

	· 2  History of condition, but not treated for the condition within the past 12 months

	· 3  Treated for condition within the past 12 months 

	· 4  Information unavailable

	5. Chronic Bowel Impactions  (Note: Not including conditions normally treated by laxatives, rather for more severe obstruction that results in failure of contents of the intestine to progress through the bowel.)

	6. Seizure Disorder or Epilepsy

	7. Progressive Neurological Disease – medical diagnosis of Alzheimer’s, Dementia, or Parkinson’s disease (Progressive means worsening over time and expected to worsen in the future.)

	8. Diabetes – medical diagnosis of Type 1 or Type 2 Diabetes

	9. Hypertension – medical diagnosis of Hypertension (high blood pressure)

	· 1  Never present

	· 4  Treated for condition within the past 12 months, but blood pressure remains high or unstable

	10. Obesity

	· 1  Not present or BMI is < 30
